A trunk show of Jordann Miller's
popular eponymous line will be available, from which 15 percent of
the sales will be donated to the American Red Cross. A raffle for a
rare opportunity to participate in Lamborghini's Running of the Bulls
caravan from Palm Beach to Key West will also take place during the
event.
